June 28- July 5, 2011
The Colonial Williamsburg Teacher Institute is designed to help teachers become better equipped to teach the American history goals and objectives, with California History-Social Science Standards in mind.  The teachers selected will begin working together as a team in Williamsburg.  Returning to their home schools in the fall, they will teach their students units on early American history using the experiences, skills, and instructional materials obtained at the Teachers Institute.  These classroom-tested units and materials will then be shared with fellow teachers through the annual county-wide convocation held in the spring.  
Williamsburg, the restored 18th-century capital of the colony of Virginia, has a unique power to spark in teachers an enthusiasm for and understanding of the events, personalities, ideas, and values that shaped and continue to guide the life of the republic.  During the Institute, participating teachers will think and talk about, and prepare teaching units about early American history in a setting where so much history actually happened.
